The above cut represents the Blackstone Memorial Li-
brary. It was presented to the town of Branford by
Timothy B. Blackstone, of Chicago, as a memorial of his
father, James Blackstone, who was an honored and life
long resident of Branford. Although some project of the
kind had been often talked of in Branford, its first real
ineeption dates from the efforts of Rev. M. K. Bailey, then
rector of Trinity Church, to found & reading room or
center for the younger men of the town to assemble. This
