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BLACKSTONE LIBRARY.

The above cut represents the Blackstone Memorial Ti-
brary. It was presented to the town of Branford by Tim-
othy B. Blackstone, of Chicago, as a memorial of his father,
James Blackstone, who was an honored and life-long resi-
dent of Branford. Although some project of the kind had
been often talked of in Branford, its first real inception
dates from the efforts of Rev. M. K. Bailey, then rector of
Trinity Church, to found a reading room or center for the
younger men of the town to assemble. This project meet-
ing with but slow financial vesponse, a committee was
formed, consisting of Alfred E. Hammer, Lester J. Nichols
and Dr. C.W. Gaylord, to confer personally or by letter with
several who having gone out from Branford might still
have an interest in their native town. Out of these inquiries
developed the offer of a gift to the town of a free library
building and library. It was opened for use in 1896.

The building is 162 feet long by 129 feet wide and con-
sists of two stories and basement.
